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 Spring time.  April.  Warmer temperatures.  What is coming to your mind?  For some of 
you it is the Chicago Cubs, White Sox or St. Louis Cardinals.  Others begin thinking about 
the end of the school year.  Maybe it’s graduation.  Summer is just around the corner.  
Vacation.  Camp. Track. Fishing.  A few of us begin to think about the family garden. 
 I’ve always enjoyed gardening and working with flowers.  I’ve already begun to think 
and do some strategic planning about the garden and new 
varieties of plants and vegetables.  The canna lily bulbs are 
ready to be planted when the ground warms up.  Last fall I 
pulled up all the geraniums, shook off the dirt, stored them 
in a paper bag and cardboard box, and kept them in a dry 
cool place for the winter.  I’ve now removed them from 
storage, cut them back to 4” stems and planted them in pots 
of Miracle Gro potting soil.  I read that they will spring to 
life and grow.  I read about one gardener who has 9 
year old geraniums – and they are getting bigger and 
better each year.  Eileen and I have already attended a flower show at a local nursery. 
 One of the truths I’ve learned from years of gardening and flowering is you can only 
expect to harvest the fruit and flowers you have planted!  Potatoes produce potatoes.  
Tomatoes only produce tomatoes.  Flowers reproduce their own kind.  You can’t plant peas 
and expect sweet corn!  Nor can you plant marigolds and expect roses!  This is one of the 
laws of life, nature and creation. 
 This same truth is found in Galatians 6:7-9, “Be not deceived, God is not mocked, 
for whatever a man soweth, that shall he also reap. For he that soweth to his flesh 
shall of the flesh reap corruption; but he that soweth to the Spirit shall of the Spirit 
reap life everlasting. And let us not be weary in well doing; for in due season we shall 
reap, if we faint not.”  This is the principle of sowing and reaping!  We shall reap whatever 
we have sown, and we shall reap in proportion as we have sown (2 Cor. 9:6).  The believer 
who walks in the Spirit and sows in the Spirit will reap a spiritual harvest.  If he plants much, 
he will reap much!  The harvest is not always immediate, but “in due season we shall 
reap.” 
 So in this season of life, let’s be careful to sow to the Spirit and not the flesh.  If we are 
faithful in our sowing, God will be faithful in giving the harvest.  Happy planting!!!

 One day last Spring we arrived home from a week-long trip to find that our neighbors 
across the street had a “For Sale” sign in their yard.  It was surprising to see since they’d 
only lived in their brand new home a little over a year.  On the other hand, why should 
anyone be surprised?  According to Time Schneeman, General Manager of Allied Van 
Lines, “more than 21 million Americans move between May and September each year.”  
And that doesn’t include the other seven months!  We’re truly a mobile society.   
 We have moved six times since we were married almost 36 years ago.  That means we 
moved an average of once every six years.  We have some friends who have moved a total 
of 26 times in 38 years of marriage!  Moving is a huge undertaking—no matter how many 
times you have done it.  Every time we’ve moved, Bob and I have said to each other, “I 
never want to do this again!”  We worked hard to have everything completely ready before 
the arrival of those helping us move.  Not only is it very taxing physically, but it strains the 
emotions as well.  Most of the time we entered the process with mixed feelings.  We 
believed God was leading us to a new ministry, and yet there were relationships and other 
things we didn’t want to leave.  I could tell a number of stories about how our belongings 
were moved from one church to the next (some funny and some not so funny!), but I’ll save 
that for another time!  I remember when we moved from Adrian, Missouri where we’d 
pastored nearly 15 years.  When we told our boys we were moving, everyone was in tears.  
(Yes, even teenage boys cry once in a while!)  I can still picture in my mind leaving the 
parsonage for the last time.  Those fifteen years held a lot of wonderful memories and a few 
sad ones as well. 
 Leaving is tough, but arriving at your new home can be even more difficult.  Did you 
and your husband make the right decision?  You spent much time in prayer together 
seeking the Lord’s will.  And yet, was God really leading you to this new place or was it your 
own idea?  At the first sign of problems we begin to second-guess ourselves.  It’s not easy 
developing new relationships and friendships.  Every move has its own set of challenges.  
Maybe you didn’t really want to move, but it didn’t seem that there was a choice.  And now 
you feel like you’re stuck here!  The truth is, we can’t trust in our own wisdom in making 
life’s decisions, but we can trust in the One Who knows all things.  Proverbs 3:5-6 have 
been precious to me—“Trust in the Lord with all thine heart, and lean not unto thine own 
understanding.  In all thy ways acknowledge Him, and He shall direct thy paths.” 
 You may not have control over your next move, but there is something you can do 
once you’ve left it in God’s hands.  It’s mentioned in a little book called Stories From the 
Heart.  “No matter where you move, you take your own attitude with you and that’s what 
makes it terrible or wonderful.”
